OF THE WAYS TO OVERCOME THE POST-WAR CRISIS

The general task of this seminar is to analyze the existential particularities of the current
situation when the world found itself at a crossroads. It is also important to research functional
potential of modern technologies, resources and social institutions and their role in our lives since
they largely influence our worldview.

For Ukrainians, it is especially valuable if the participants of the discussion would develop
effective recommendations as for overcoming the consequence of russian aggression that led to
many social and personal tragedies. Therefore, the aims of such the discussions are also to
determine those challenges, priorities and practices that should be deeply analyzed in order to
restore and modernize the spiritual and moral world of Ukrainian people and to design the relevant
and innovative decisions that will help to quickly recover and prevent a spiritual crisis at the micro
and macro levels.

The mindset of Ukrainians has been significantly changed under the influence of the last
tragic events where the war is on the first place. People are suffering too much and sharing their
experience, which will never be forgotten by them. It also will be the factor of impact as for their
views, decisions, and feelings over all the further life. Unfortunately, that is a proved fact since the
wars had already happened in history before.

Edmund Husserl (the last great European rationalist, although a unique and even paradoxical
one: the father of phenomenology but also of existentialism; the Cartesian whose researches in the
end eviscerate the cogito; the mathematician-logician whose ultimate concern was spirit) stated that
“if history has nothing more to teach us than that all the shapes of the spiritual world, all the
conditions of life, ideals, norms upon which man relies, form and dissolve themselves like fleeting
waves, that it always was and ever will be so, that again and again reason must turn into nonsense,
and well-being into misery. Can we live in this world, where historical occurrence is nothing but an
unending concatenation of illusory progress and bitter disappointment?” [1]. This is the final phase
of his thought, like the final phase of his life, unfolded in Nazi Germany in the years just prior to the
Second World War. The memory and shadow of the Great War of 1914-1918 were still fresh, the
essential historical meaning of which had yet to be understood, and which could never be
understood as well as the War taking place now.

The author of the abstract truly believes that there are ways to soften, to mitigate post-war
trauma. Among those, we define philosophy itself, philosophical therapy, thinking as an existential
practice that is not a play, not a comfortable game; it is a reflection about life and death, darkness
and light. Thinking appears when the question “to be or not to be” is no longer a question of literary

history. After the War, the analyses of what the dark times of today touched us about life and death,
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good and evil, and society and humanity, will help to draw the right conclusions and return to inner
harmony and justice.

Therefore, philosophy may hold a path forward for Ukrainians as they seek justice. This
thesis was introduced by the director of the Doctoral School at Kyiv-Mohyla Academy and an
associate professor in the Academy’s Sociology Department Mychailo Wynnyckyj. However, he
also offered a note of caution. “I fear that without a profound philosophical understanding of the
roots of the evil agency that Ukrainians have suffered through during this war, the phrase ‘never
again’, which supposedly was to be the unifying slogan for elites and institutions after World War
Two, will yet again ring hollow at some point in the future [2].
