«SKANSENS» AND ITS ROLE
IN THE DEVELOPMENT OF ETHNIC TOURISM

Ukraine has a great potential for the development of ethnic tourism, primarily due
to its distinctive traditions, unique national cuisine, hospitality of Ukrainians, the avail-
ability of ethno-tourism resources of national and world heritage.

The development of ethnic tourism is important for political, socio-cultural and
economic development of the country, and also contributes to solving socio-economic
problems of the region, creates a favorable macro-environment, which is manifested in
expanding employment in the service sector, generating additional earnings, stimulating
infrastructure, in particular, transport communications, communications, trade net-
works, accommodation facilities, catering establishments, recreation and entertainment
complexes, etc.

Countries around the world have accumulated an important and interesting experi-
ence in the development of ethnotourism, the form of which depends on the geograph-
ical and historical and cultural specifics of the regions.

During ethno-tourism trips people visit museums, especially interested are in the
«open-air museums» — the so-called «live museums» with rich animation programs with
the recreation of the historic environment, where tourists are attracted not only by indi-
vidual buildings, antiques, but also by professional animators. Classes reproduce the
life, behavior, material and spiritual culture of previous eras. They are introduced to
traditional crafts and activities specific to the area and time, such as the work of a miller,
weaver, blacksmith, potter, carpenter, distiller, beekeeper and others.

Often museum visitors are invited to try manual work under guidance of a special-
ist. Everyone can feel like a blacksmith or potter, etc. Open-air museums differ from
ordinary museums by the presence of a spectacular element. Their specificity is that
they have simple opportunities to direct informal communication (during competitions,
ceremonies, performances, fairs, performances of folk groups), which is one of the rea-
sons for the popularity of these museums among various segments of the population.
Some museums reconstruct and use vehicles of previous years; an integral part of open-
air museums is traditional cuisine. Everything is prepared «before the eyesy» of visitors,
and sometimes with their participation, which gives tourists more impressions. The
main purpose and task in the creation and operation of open-air museums is to preserve
the most interesting authentic architectural monuments; creating conditions for free ac-
cess to these buildings of the general population; in a comprehensive demonstration of
folk culture and architecture, household items, tools, applied arts, creating a model of
the environment and landscape. This type of museum contributes to the revival of folk
crafts and folklore festivals; activates the tourism industry; contributes to the solution
of scientific problems related to the search, collection, study, restoration of exhibits.
Thus, open-air museums perform a number of functions, namely: compensatory, recre-
ational and health, cultural and educational, communicative, environmental, social, eco-
nomic, etc.

The first such open-air museum was established in 1891 in Sweden and was named
«Skansen» (open-air museum). It brings together traditional buildings from all over
Sweden, hosts festivals and shows national dances. Open-air museums currently exist
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in various countries, including Ukraine. The oldest open-air Ukrainian museum is the
Pereyaslav National Historical and Ethnographic Reserve, established in 1951 on the
basis of a museum of local lore, which occupied only three rooms in the ancestral home
of Taras Shevchenko's friend, the local doctor A. Kozachkovsky. Today it is one of the
largest historical and ethnographic reserves in Ukraine, its area is 3050 hectares. The
reserve preserves historical and cultural monuments, various museum collections of
great historical and artistic significance.

The reserve includes more than 400 objects and monuments of cultural heritage. It
consists of 24 thematic museums of various profiles, most of which are located in ar-
chitectural monuments (churches, former burgher and landlord houses, peasant houses,
etc.). The main fund of the reserve has more than 180 thousand storage units.

The organization of such museums has become especially relevant in recent times
in connection with the pandemic. Lecturers and students of Kharkiv College of Trade
and Economics of Kyiv National University of Trade and Economics have created and
developed a «scansen» on the basis of the farmstead Kvitucha Sadyba, which is located
in the village Cheremushchne Zmiiv district. The farmstead has excellent tourist poten-
tial.

Thus, open-air museums are unique in content and innovative in essence com-
plexes, where you can most figuratively and historically accurately recreate the archi-
tecture and life of the former village, demonstrate the economic activities of the popu-
lation who lived, worked and created in different historical and ethnographic regions of
Ukraine in different historical periods.
